For all coronary artery, cerebrovascular and peripheral Atherosclerosis patients regardless of whether they have undergone revascularization.
Definitive treatment should be promptly initiated and continued at hospital discharge for all atherosclerosis patients (especially those admitted for cerebrovascular or coronary heart disease or ischemic heart failure). Only those patients with specific contraindications should be excluded from treatment and documentation of the contraindication should be included in the medical record.

	Indications:
All patients with atherosclerosis (including acute and post Myocardial Infarction, PTCA, CABG, and other revascularization procedures) and Stroke. Diabetes is considered ASVD equivalent

All patients with atherosclerosis (CAD, CVD, PVD) without contraindications. May substitute coumadin, or use clopidogrel in allergic patients

Most patients with MI, ASVD, heart failure (even if blood pressure and LV function are normal) and diabetes without renal insufficiency

Most patients with acute or post MI, angina, CAD or heart failure.  Diabetes and mild COPD are not contraindications

All patients who smoke tobacco

All patients with atherosclerosis should receive dietary guidelines consistent with a step II AHA diet, to be started in conjunction with a statin

All patients with atherosclerosis once stabilized who are without contraindications
