Outpatient – Class I, II

1. Discharge home with pneumonia instructions

2. If NO PAST ABX THERAPY IN LAST 3 MOS: treat with first dose administered in ER (select one)
(  Azithromycin 500 mg po now  then 250 mg po qd x 4 days

(  Doxycycline 200 mg now then 100 mg po bid x 10 days

3. If pt has had Abx in last 3 months of if patient has co-morbidities

(  Zithromax 500 mg now then 250 mg po qd x 4 + Amoxicillin 1 gm now then 1 gm po tid x 10 days

(  Zithromax 500 mg now then 250 mg po qd x 4 + Augmentin XR 2 gm now then 2 gm bid x 10 days

(  Avelox 400 mg po now then 400 mg po  qd x 10 days

(  Other advanced macrolide + beta-lactam (Biaxin, Cefzil, Ceftin or Vantin)
