Preventive Maintenance
Plant Operations

This preventive maintenance program is on hospital equipment other than clinical equipment. This includes, but is not limited to, environmental equipment, patient oriented equipment but not clinical type, hospital rolling stock, hospital grounds equipment, maintenance equipment, and such.

1. Maintenance Forms

a. Equipment records and history of repair

b. Manufacturer

c. Date of Purchase, PO number & Price

d. Location of Equipment

e. Frequency of Inspections

f. Model Numbers, and Serial Numbers

g. Asset Number (if applicable)

2. Responsibilities

a. Daily Review of Maintenance Forms

b. Checking last repair and maintenance dates

c. The maintenance person, upon completion of the assignment, records the actual work done wit ha description of the work done, and itemized the parts used noting the time needed to complete the project.

3. Maintenance Supervision

a. Establish assignments for daily inspection rounds.
b. Follow up on repair work and check for accurate completion of work.

c. Supervise the purchases of new and spare parts and maintain adequate stock of parts to meet emergency repairs.
d. All work will be recorded on repair work orders and maintenance logs.

Isolation Rooms – Handling & Maintaining Equipment 

Whenever maintenance personnel are requested to make repairs on any fixture in or from an infectious isolation area, you will be expected to do the following:

A. If entering the isolation room, you will follow the Isolation Area Procedure in this manual.

B. If the equipment or fixture is know or suspected to have been used on or in a room with an infectious isolation patient, you will discuss with the attending nursing personnel to determine if appropriate techniques were used to disinfect the equipment or fixture. If, in your opinions, adequate and appropriate cleaning measures were used, then proceed to make the necessary repairs and adjustments, or remove to the maintenance shop.  If the cleaning procedures are considered inadequate, you will notify the proper nursing personnel and request the equipment or fixture be satisfactorily cleaned and disinfected before proceeding further.
C. Appropriate personal hygiene is expected prior to working on any device, and on completion of a repair procedure.

Electrical/safety checks on beds per PM procedures are done annually per the PM program.  The following is the procedure for an Annual Bed PM:

PM Procedure:

Run all moving parts to full extent making sure there is no binding, excessive noise or pinching of control or power cords.

Lubricate all moving/sliding and hinged parts with light grease.

Check electrical connections, cord and plug for tightness, condition and signs of fraying. Ensure that electrical cords are not excessively long, creating tripping hazards and making them subject to pinching by the bed mechanism.

Check bed wheels for free movement and caster operation. Check brakes for holding. Remove lint and dirt and lubricate according to manufacturer's instruction.

Perform electrical safety check. Check chassis to ground impedance (0.5 ohms max). Check leakage current in micro-amps (300ua max).

Check drive motors for overheating or binding. Lubricate as required. Remove mattress, tighten nuts and bolts as required. Check for scrapes and scratches, repair as necessary.

Inspect motor mounts and gear boxes. Caution: Remove from power source before examining any components, possible pinch or crushing points.
