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Cardiac Activation No Diversion Policy
Never divert a cardiac activation unless there is an acute MI already in the cath lab and it will be greater than 15 minutes from the patient arrival before a lab is available.

	During the day: The patient may go to the Cardiac Short Stay Unit after their intervention to await bed placement.  If no DMC beds/staff available, patient may be transferred to a capable hospital. 
	If the patient is unstable after their intervention, they will be admitted to the CICU and appropriate staffing will have to be provided by the nursing supervisor.  

	After hours:  The patient may go to the ED, with the Cath Lab nurse, to await transfer to a capable hospital.  The Cath Lab nurse will be responsible for filling out the EMTALA paperwork.  Since they took report on the patient, it would be best care for them to transfer the patient out.  The ED is the best place for them to get help with this procedure.
